Philippians 3:7 (ESV)- But whatever gain (xépdoc) or profit | had, |
counted (fyéouan) consider as loss ((nuia) ‘damage, disadvantage, loss,
forfeit’, for the sake of (814) ‘because of, on account of”’ Christ.

Indeed, (dA\Aa pevodvye) lit. “but on the contrary” | count (fyéopon)
everything as loss ({nuio) because of the surpassing (bnepéyw)
having above, the top worth of knowing (yvdoig) experiential knowledge
Christ Jesus my Lord. For his sake (314) | have suffered the loss
(Cnuia) of all things and count (fjyéouat) them as rubbish, (cxOfarov)
refuse, dung in order that | may gain (képdoc) Christ and be found in
him, not having a righteousness of my own that comes from the
law, but that which comes through faith in Christ, the
righteousness from God that depends (¢éxi) on the basis on faith

— that | may know (ywaokwm) experience him and the power of his
resurrection, and may share (kowwvia) fellowship his sufferings,
becoming like (cuppopeilm) be conformed to him in his death, that by
any means possible | may attain the resurrection from the dead.

1. NO CONFIDENCE IN SELF

Philippians 3:7,9 (ESV)-But whatever gain | had, | counted as loss for
the sake of Christ...and be found in him, not having a righteousness
of my own that comes from the law, but that which comes through
faith in Christ, the righteousness from God that depends on faith.

Paul’s former confidence was in his rituals (5a), rearing (5b), religion
(5¢), righteousness (6).

Isaiah 64:6 (ESV)-We have all become like one who is unclean, and all
our righteous deeds are like a polluted garment.

Romans 10:3 (ESV)-For, being ignorant of the righteousness of God,
and seeking to establish their own, they did not submit to God's
righteousness.
